Humber View is one of the most
spectacular and unusual of the five
Pickering and Ferens Homes sheltered
housing developments, looking out across
the Humber and situated just a few
hundred yards from The Deep.

Built in 1996, Humber View provides 30 one-bedroom flats (one of which has
been specially adapted for the disabled) and five two-bedroom flats on four floors.
Our Manager, who supervises the site, lives close by and is available during the
normal working week to offer reassurance and help to residents.

Communal facilities include a lounge, laundry and a separate bathroom for
assisted bathing. Other facilities include exercise machines, computer points and
a visiting hairdresser.

A wide range of activities are available at Humber View and our residents are
encouraged to take part and, if they wish, organise the ‘social scene’.
