Oakampton House opened in 1992 in the village of Great Barton, 3 miles from Bury St. Edmunds, a very pretty floral town with lots of shops and restaurants. It is part of the Grace and Compassion Benedictines Charity and closely linked to the adjacent care home, Montana - one of several residential, nursing, retirement homes run by the Benedictine Sisters of Our Lady of Grace and Compassion. There is a strong community ethos, with deep respect for independence and privacy and the value of each person as an individual. 

While care or support services are not available on a regular basis (other than meals at Montana if wished) and residents would employ their own extra care if needed, privately or through the local authority - the Montana care staff would give short-term support.  They are mainly Grace and Compassion Benedictine Sisters living in Montana and near at hand to help in emergency.   Alternatively, depending on room availability, residents could stay in Montana for the duration of their illness  ~  but Oakampton does not offer the level of care provided in a nursing home or residential home.   However its residents would have priority for a permanent room in Montana if/when needed or wished.   

Montana has a chapel that welcomes people from all denominations and residents at Oakampton are very welcome to attend social events held at Montana.     

Oakampton’s apartments and communal areas and corridors (with balconies) are light and spacious, have good wheelchair access, well maintained gardens, ample parking space for residents and visitors, garages according to availability;
