The Development

Situated on Maxwood Road, Castleview Avenue and Maxwood Court, this development consists of 13 amenity cottages for people over pensionable age, who are able to live independently.

Completed in January 2001 the development consists of:

9, two apartment cottages (one double bedroom) – suitable for single applicants or couples.

4, three apartment cottages (one double and one single bedroom) 

Facilities

All the properties have been constructed to a high quality and have the following specification:

· All properties are heated by electric storage heaters, operating on the Comfort Plus Tariff.  
· Showers are provided in each cottage.

· Alarm system linked to a staffed, central alarm centre who can assist in the event of an emergency.

· A mains operated smoke detector linked to the emergency call system. 

· Each property has a TV point in the living room connected to an individual aerial in the roof space.

· All properties have space for a tumble drier, washing machine, fridge and cooker.

· Each property has a designated garden area with clothes drying facilities. The Association will maintain the front and rear gardens.

Six properties have off-street car parking and remainder will have access to common parking area.

Housing Benefit
