Rosebrook Court offers a total of 33 fully self-contained retirement flats, made up of 25 one-bed
and eight two-bed properties. 23 of the flats are available for rent, while 10 will be available for
low-cost home ownership (on a shared equity basis). All flats are wheelchair accessible and are
fitted with level access showers.

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Care services
Rosebrook Court is an extra care retirement scheme,
making it ideal for people who want the independence
of having their own flat, but are finding it increasingly
difficult to manage on their own. In addition to our
own scheme managers, there is a team of care staff
commissioned by Southampton City Council on site
24 hours a day. To take advantage of the support from
the care team, you must have your needs assessed by
Adult Services. The assessment determines how much
care you will receive. The care team will only provide
additional care in an emergency.

If you do not meet Adult Services’ eligibility criteria,
they will advise you on other means of support, or
you can buy care services privately.

Costs
Weekly rents are in the region of £79 for a one-bed
flat and £90 for a two-bed flat (prices correct at
August 2008). In addition, there are service and 
support charges in the region of £45 per week. 
This pays for things such as our scheme manager
service, maintaining the lifts, mowing the grass and
heating communal areas. There may also be care
charges depending on your personal circumstances.
