About Garnet Road 

Garnet Road is situated in a quiet yet convenient location 
just off the Thornton Heath High Street.   The scheme is 
owned and managed by Croydon Council. 

Building Layout 
The building is high rise and consists of 66 self contained 
1-bedroomed flats, all lift served.   The flats all have individ-
ual gas central heating and hot water systems.   The flats 
all have emergency call systems to ensure that residents 
receive 24-hour emergency cover.  

Communal Facilities 
There is a bright, comfortable, well furnished communal 
lounge where residents enjoy television, bingo, coffee and 
tea mornings and occasional meals.   Regular outings and 
day trips are organised for residents. 

Local Transport and Area 
Bus routes serving all surrounding areas are within a short 
walk—Route 250 to Brixton and Central Croydon, Route 468 to 
Elephan & Castle, Route 50 to Streatham and Central Croydon, 
Route 450 to Sydenham and West Croydon  Station. 

Route 198 to Shirley and Shrublands.   Thornton Heath 
mainline station is within a short walk on Brigstock Road.   
Thornton Heath boasts a good selection of small shops, a large 
Tesco store and a post office.   There is also a public swim-
mimg pool in the High Street.
