Grove Gardens Sheltered Housing Scheme aims to provide housing for independent 
living primarily for older people which is compact and easily managed without the
financial or personal worry of carrying out maintenance to the property.  

Residents also have the reassurance of knowing that assistance can be easily 
summoned through the Community Alarm installed within their properties should a
need arise.  

There is also a range of opportunities for residents who would like to participate in 
activities within the wider community.

Double guest bedroom (small charge) Mobile hairdresser

Accommodation

Grove Gardens consists of a total of 28 properties, 13 1-bedroom flats and 1 bed-
sit situated in the main building, with 14 1-bedroom bungalow's located within the
grounds.  All properties are fully self contained benefiting from electric storage
heating and double glazing. 

Grove Gardens Scheme has a dedicated Scheme Manager with residents choos-
ing how many times they are visited. The Scheme Manager offers advocacy and
support, working collaboratively with colleagues in other agencies to provide
seamless services to our residents. 

Grove Gardens has an active social committee who organise a range of activities
for you to join in, should you wish to.  Regular features include coffee mornings, 
exercise classes and bingo. Residents also enjoy visits from the mobile library
entertainers and day trips.
