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REGENCY COURT 
 
Regency Court is situated on 
Regent Street, Beeston.  It is a fairly 
modern building, which at the time 
of opening won a design award.  It 
was opened in 1977.  It is an ‘open 
plan’ sheltered scheme, with no 
corridors.  The building is on two 
floors.  The scheme backs onto 
Broadgate Park on two sides. 
 
High street shops, Post Office, 
Doctors surgeries, Library, Council 
Offices are within walking distance.  
There is a good bus service to 
Nottingham, Derby, Long Eaton and 
other nearby localities. 
 
There are 61 self contained one 
bedroom flats, 8 one bedroomed 
maisonettes and 4 bungalows.  
Other facilities include a  laundry 
and communal lounge.
